  Carthay	
  Circle	
  Theatre	
  in	
  
Nineteen	
  Thirty	
  Seven,	
  it	
  received	
  a	
  standing	
  ovation	
  by	
  the	
  
audience	
  that	
  included	
  such	
  legends	
  as	
  Charlie	
  Chaplin	
  and	
  Shirley	
  
Temple.	
  Until	
  “Gone	
  With	
  the	
  Wind”	
  came	
  out	
  two	
  years	
  later,	
  
Snow	
  White	
  held	
  the	
  title	
  of	
  Highest	
  Grossing	
  Film	
  in	
  America.	
  The	
  
most	
  notable	
  moment	
  in	
  Snow	
  White’s	
  history	
  must	
  also	
  be	
  when	
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Walt	
  Disney	
  received	
  one	
  regular	
  sized	
  Oscar	
  with	
  seven	
  miniature	
  
ones	
  at	
  the	
  Academy	
  Awards.	
  Snow	
  White	
  is	
  not	
  your	
  ordinary	
  
Disney	
  film,	
  and	
  although	
  it	
  is	
  not	
  the	
  studios’	
  most	
  famous	
  film	
  it	
  
certainly	
  deserves	
  the	
  title	
  as	
  “The	
  One	
  That	
  Started	
  It	
  All.”
