Secretary’s Report, Nicki Knox:  Previous meeting minutes were passed out.  Donna Green moved to 
approve as written and Robyn Vickers seconded the motion. 
 
Treasures report, Jim Patsch:  Laura Logsdon-Pawlowski moved to accept the budget and Donna Green 
2nd the motion.  Kudos were given to Jim on the new format. 
 
Principal’s report, Mr. Kevin Lipke: 
Approximately 350 were at preview night. 
There are still a few minor constructions details left to complete.  The LRC will get new furniture, an 

additional computer station and a projector. 
ISAT scores from March are in.  These measure the yearly progress of the kids in grades 3/4/5. 
Curriculum night is set for the 15th and 17th from 6:30-8pm and will start in the gym. 
Picture day will be on Wednesday 16th and there will also be a fundraiser assembly that day. 
Patriot’s day will be celebrated Friday morning 9/11 with the pledge and a flag raising ceremony out-

side. 
The McNichols family is half way through the addition on their house.  Saturday 9/12 more work will 

take place and Mr. Lipke will be there to help as needed. 
A proposal for an outdoor garden/classroom has been approved.  The school and the Park District will 

work on some items regarding the garden.  The garden will be located outside the doors of the 3rd 
grade wing.  There will be a walking path and picnic table.  Teachers will be able to bring classes 
out there on nice days.  Children of the school will be in charge of the design of the garden.  Plant-
ing is scheduled for next spring.  Parents at the meeting voiced that they have lots of plants to do-
nate. 

If anyone has extra unused playground balls at home, the school would like to have them.   The balls 
we have get kicked into neighboring yards and left out, then disappear.

Gullickson's Guidance 
 Welcome to the 2009-2010 school year at Long Beach School.  It is our hope that you and your family 
are ready to begin a new year with successful learning and character building. 

 I would like to take a moment to introduce myself if you are not familiar with whom I am:  My 
name is Brenda Gullickson; I have been the full time school social worker at Long Beach School for fif-
teen years.  I am available to help your child and/or your family as you may come across various needs.  

 Throughout the year you may be hearing from me in a variety of ways.  Besides individual and 
group counseling, some of the programs that Long Beach School can provide are: 

Easing the Teasing:  This is a district wide parent evening.  It will be held from 7-8:30pm on October 
13 at OEHS and February 2 at OHS.  Judy Freedman will talk about types of teasing, why children 
tease, strategies, effects of teasing and tips for parents.  All parents are invited. 

New Kids at the Beach:  A lunch program for new students to Long Beach School entering grades 1-5. 

BIGS:  This program is run by the Big Brothers/Big Sisters Program and the BIGS from Oswego High 
School.  Students are paired up with a high school student and build a trusting relationship as well as 
participate in various activities.  They will meet every Tuesday from 3:30-4:30. 

Rainbows:  This is an 8-10 week program for children who have experienced a divorce, separation or 
death within the family.  The program will start in November. 

Parent Resource Library:  Please take some time to view the books that our Home and School have 
purchased for the parent resource library.  We also have a copy of Dr. Phelan's 1,2,3 Magic Video along 
with several of his books.  Please see me to set up a time to view the video or any of the books. 

Red Ribbon Week:  Mid-October.  This is a Drug Free Theme that we celebrate as a district. 

Character Counts Week:  Later in October.  This is a week long celebration to showcase our six pillar 
character education program.  Respect, Responsibility, Trustworthiness, Fairness, Caring, and Citizen-
ship.  We will be focusing a great deal of time and energy into our Character Counts program.  You will 
be hearing about the CC! activities that the students will be participating in throughout the year.    

I-Care Cat:  I will present a conflict resolution/character education curriculum to the 1st grade class-
rooms once a week for 30 minutes. 

Team Building:  This is a 5th grade team building activity that is done on a weekly basis. 

Thomas The Turtle:  This is a six week program in which Thomas the Turtle and I go into the Kinder-
garten classrooms and do a six week lesson on the 6 pillars of Character Counts!  

Manners of the Heart:  This curriculum that introduces manners and etiquettes to our students.  
Some of these manners will be introduced during the students lunch time. 

Stop Bullying:  This is a 6 week program on Bullying that is done weekly in the 4th grade classrooms. 

Secret Santa Mitten Tree:  Provides Christmas presents to students whose families or situations may 
result in a financial need. 

Character Counts! Club:  This club is open to the 3rd and 4th graders here Long Beach and we meet 
weekly during lunch-recess time.  We will discuss the 6 pillars in great detail along with role-playing 
and brainstorming examples of the 6 pillars.  We will put on skits, assemblies and other various activi-
ties for the students and staff of Long Beach School.
